Why should you consider this call?

“Overcoming poverty is not a gesture of charity. It is an act of justice. 

It is the protection of a fundamental human right, the right to dignity and a decent life. . .”

As you may know, the federal Economic Stimulus Act of 2008 will provide $600 payments for middle-income taxpayers filing individually, $1,200 for joint filers and $300 for each child younger than 17.  For some of us, this money will provide welcome relief, and will help us to provide for our families or pay down our debts. But for others, the money is an unexpected bonus — a windfall that could easily be spent, but isn’t required to meet an immediate need.

But for millions of people – some we may see every day, and some we may never meet –  there are very immediate needs!  Even a cursory investigation into the plight of the poor reveals astounding need, both here in our country and around the world: 1 in 6 children in the US live in poverty and 2.6 billion people around the world live on less than $2 per day.  Hundreds of millions of people worldwide lack food and clean water, and tens of millions of Americans lack access to adequate medical services.
If, somehow, this obvious need were not enough to call us to action, we should remember that God calls us to serve the poor in no uncertain terms.  The Bible is replete with verses, pleas and commands to feed, clothe, shelter and love those less fortunate than us. Pick up Proverbs and see for yourself just one of the many places in the Bible where God has made the poor a priority.

Your donation of money – or time – can make an incredible difference!  Non-profit organizations like World Vision (http://donate.wvus.org) can use your donation to provide critical supplies and resources worth many times that actual amount that you give.  For example, a donation of $500 can be used to obtain $6,500 in supplies!
Consider the need.  Consider the call.  And RISE with us to fight poverty!
